2013 was a year to celebrate 

a great deal of building in Lincoln, including the Lincoln 

Community Foundation. This community has worked 

together for 58 years to build LCF.  For the first time in our 

history, assets grew to over $100 million. The milestone 

was reached due to the generosity from thousands of 

donors over the years that made gifts of all sizes because 

of the fondness they have for this community.

Building resources and providing leadership to this 

great city is the aspiration of the Lincoln Community 

Foundation.  We want to recognize the following 2013 

successes toward that goal.

P U R P O S E
The Lincoln Community Foundation was established 

in 1955 to help donors serve and improve the 

community through philanthropic gifts to nonprofit 

organizations. We are a connecting point for people 

who are interested in moving Lincoln forward. We 

are a facilitator, a partner and a collaborator. We 

have a relentless desire and energy to make Lincoln 

a better place. Our name says it the best. We are 

Lincoln’s community foundation.

The Lincoln Community Foundation is a facilitator, 

helping donors who wish to invest in Lincoln’s future. This 

past year, we received $21.5 million in new gifts and pledges; 

established 28 new Benefactor members; welcomed 27 

new Legacy Society members and opened almost 50 new 

donor advised Charitable Checkbook funds.

The Lincoln Community Foundation is a partner to 

nonprofits who work hard to serve the needs of our 

community. We hosted the second Give to Lincoln Day 

last May.  More than $2.1M was raised to help 253 

local nonprofits in just 24 hours. In addition to Give to 

Lincoln Day, LCF provided grants totaling $5.4 million 

to 590 nonprofits and scholarships totaling $225,825 

to 171 students.

We continue to build our relationships with the 

professional advisors in the community.  In 2013 we 

created the LCF Advisors Council.  Our professional 

advisors are important partners.   

The Lincoln Community Foundation is a collaborator, 

working with other partners to provide the leadership 

and resources needed to build a great city for future 

generations.  It was our third year to host Community 

Connections.  The purpose of Community Connections 

is to inform and involve the community when we have new 

programs, local opportunities or community challenges.  

We continue to be inspired by the opportunity to 

support our returning service members and their families.  

The Foundation was a partner in the employment fair, 

Hiring Our Heroes; hosted Lt Col Christopher Ford, 

Regional Director West in the Chairman of the Joint 

Chiefs of Staff and convened a welcome and orientation 

for General Bohac as the new Adjutant General of the 

Nebraska National Guard. 

Peter Berliner, managing director of the Mission 

Investors Exchange, was a guest of LCF and spent a 

day in Lincoln. This was an opportunity for community 

leaders to learn more about types of mission investing 

from an industry expert.  LCF, the Mayor and the Lincoln 

Chamber of Commerce hosted a community reception 

to welcome two new Executive Directors:  Jeff Kutash 

of the Peter Kiewit Foundation and Calvin Sisson of the 

Suzanne and Walter Scott Foundation. 

Lincoln Community Foundation was recognized 

with several community awards in 2013. These awards 

recognized leadership and were given to LCF by the Better 

Business Bureau, United Way of Lincoln & Lancaster County, 

Nebraska Wesleyan University and the Homeless Coalition.

Two lifelong community builders were honored as 

our second Charity Award recipients.   This award 

was established by LCF as a gift to the community.  It 

is our intent that the Charity Award will provide the 

community with an opportunity to recognize individuals 

for their leadership and philanthropy to our great city.  

It was an honor to present the award to H.K Stuart and 

posthumously to Mr. James Stuart. Almost 50 years 

ago, Lincoln was excited about the new IM Pei building 

being built by the Stuart family to house their bank and 

provide community spaces. Mr. Stuart convinced the 

world class architect to take the project by saying he 

wanted a gem for Lincoln.  As the last living founder of 

the Lincoln Community Foundation, you could say he 

built two gems for this great city.
